The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

Once this change is made in agiven copy, itisirreversible for
that copy, so the ordinary GNU General Public License appliesto all
subsequent copies and derivative works made from that copy.

If within 60 days
of notice, areasonable royalty and payment arrangement are not
mutually agreed upon in writing by the parties or the litigation claim
is not withdrawn, the rights granted by Participant to Y ou under
Sections 2.1 and/or 2.2 automatically terminate at the expiration of
the 60 day notice period specified above.
