The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

sparc opcode file rewrite, decstation, rs6000, and hp300hpux host

ports, updated "know" assertions and made them work, much other
reorganization, cleanup, and lint.

Thislicense, the GNU Lesser
General Public License, appliesto certain designated libraries, and
is quite different from the ordinary General Public License. We use
thislicense for certain libraries in order to permit linking those
libraries into non-free programs.

When aprogram is linked with alibrary, whether statically or using
ashared library, the combination of the two is legally speaking a
combined work, a derivative of the original library.
