Therefore, we
have designed this version of the GPL to prohibit the practice for those
products. If such problems arise substantially in other domains, we
stand ready to extend this provision to those domains in future versions
of the GPL, as needed to protect the freedom of users.

Finally, every program is threatened constantly by software patents.
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States should not allow patents to restrict development and use of
software on general-purpose computers, but in those that do, we wish to
avoid the special danger that patents applied to a free program could
make it effectively proprietary. To prevent this, the GPL assures that
patents cannot be used to render the program non-free.

The precise terms and conditions for copying, distribution and
modification follow.

0. Definitions.

Start with these easy tasks to discover Django's devel opment process.
* ** Gjgn the Contributor License Agreement**

The code that you write belongs to you or your employer. If your

contribution is more than one or two lines of code, you need to sign the
"CLA"_. Seethe "Contributor License Agreement FAQ"_ for amore thorough
explanation.

* **Triage tickets**

If an “unreviewed ticket™_reports a bug, try and reproduceit. If you

can reproduce it and it seems valid, make a note that you confirmed the bug
and accept the ticket. Make sure the ticket is filed under the correct
component area. Consider writing a patch that adds a test for the bug's
behavior, even if you don't fix the bug itself. See more at
.ref:"how-can-i-help-with-triaging

* **| ook for tickets that are accepted and review patches to build familiarity
with the codebase and the process**

Mark the appropriate flagsif a patch needs docs or tests. Look through the
changes a patch makes, and keep an eye out for syntax that isincompatible
with older but still supported versions of Python. :doc:”Run the tests
</internal s/contributing/writing-code/unit-tests>" and make sure they pass.
Where possible and relevant, try them out on a database other than SQL ite.
L eave comments and feedback!

* ** K egp old patches up to date**
Oftentimes the codebase will change between a patch being submitted and the
time it gets reviewed. Make sure it still applies cleanly and functions as
expected. Simply updating a patch is both useful and important! See more on

* **\\/rite some documentation**

Guidelines

Asanewcomer on alarge project, it's easy to experience frustration. Here's
some advice to make your work on Django more useful and rewarding.

* **Pjck asubject areathat you care about, that you are familiar with, or
that you want to learn about**

Y ou don't already have to be an expert on the area you want to work on; you
become an expert through your ongoing contributions to the code.

* ** Analyze tickets' context and history**

Trac isn't an absolute; the context isjust as important as the words.

When reading Trac, you need to take into account who says things, and when
they were said. Support for an idea two years ago doesn't necessarily mean
that the idea will still have support. Y ou also need to pay attention to who
*hasn't* spoken -- for example, if an experienced contributor hasn't been
recently involved in adiscussion, then aticket may not have the support
reguired to get into Django.

* ** Start small**

It's easier to get feedback on alittle issue than on abig one. Seethe
“easy pickings’_.

* **|f you're going to engage in a big task, make sure that your idea has
support first**
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This means getting someone else to confirm that abug isreal before you fix
the issue, and ensuring that there's consensus on a proposed feature before
you go implementing it.

* **Be bold! Leave feedback!**

Sometimesit can be scary to put your opinion out to the world and say "this
ticket is correct” or "this patch needs work", but it's the only way the
project moves forward. The contributions of the broad Django community
ultimately have a much greater impact than that of any one person. We can't
do it without **you**!

* **Err on the side of caution when marking things Ready For Check-in**

If you'rereally not certain if aticket isready, don't mark it as

such. Leave acomment instead, |etting others know your thoughts. If you're
mostly certain, but not completely certain, you might also try asking on IRC
to see if someone else can confirm your suspicions.

* **\Wait for feedback, and respond to feedback that you receive**

Focus on one or two tickets, see them through from start to finish, and
repeat. The shotgun approach of taking on lots of tickets and letting some
fall by the wayside ends up doing more harm than good.

* **Berigorous**

When we say ":pep: 8, and must have docs and tests', we mean it. If a patch
doesn't have docs and tests, there had better be a good reason. Arguments
like"l couldn't find any existing tests of thisfeature" don't carry much
weight--while it may be true, that means you have the extra-important job of
writing the very first tests for that feature, not that you get a pass from
writing tests altogether.

FAQ

1. **Thisticket | care about has been ignored for days/weeks/months! What can
| do to get it committed?**

First off, it's not personal. Django is entirely developed by volunteers
(except the Django fellow), and sometimes folks just don't have time. The
best thing to do is to send a gentle reminder to the |django-devel opers|
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mailing list asking for review on the ticket, or to bring it up in the
“#django-dev’ IRC channel.

2.**|'m sure my ticket is absolutely 100% perfect, can | mark it as RFC
myself?+*

Short answer: No. It's always better to get another set of eyeson a
ticket. If you're having trouble getting that second set of eyes, see
guestion 1, above.

A. HISTORY OF THE SOFTWARE

Python was created in the early 1990s by Guido van Rossum at Stichting
Mathematisch Centrum (CWI, see http://www.cwi.nl) in the Netherlands
as asuccessor of alanguage called ABC. Guido remains Python's
principal author, although it includes many contributions from others.

In 1995, Guido continued his work on Python at the Corporation for
National Research Initiatives (CNRI, see http://www.cnri.reston.va.us)
in Reston, Virginiawhere he released several versions of the

software.

In May 2000, Guido and the Python core development team moved to
BeOpen.com to form the BeOpen PythonL abs team. In October of the same
year, the PythonL abs team moved to Digital Creations (now Zope
Corporation, see http://www.zope.com). In 2001, the Python Software
Foundation (PSF, see http://www.python.org/psf/) was formed, a

non-profit organization created specifically to own Python-related
Intellectual Property. Zope Corporation is a sponsoring member of

the PSF.

All Python releases are Open Source (see http://www.opensource.org for
the Open Source Definition). Historically, most, but not all, Python
releases have also been GPL -compatible; the table below summarizes
the various releases.

Footnotes:

(1) GPL-compatible doesn't mean that we're distributing Python under
the GPL. All Python licenses, unlike the GPL, let you distribute
amodified version without making your changes open source. The
GPL -compatible licenses make it possible to combine Python with
other software that is released under the GPL ; the others don't.

(2) According to Richard Stallman, 1.6.1 is hot GPL-compatible,
because its license has a choice of law clause. According to
CNRI, however, Stallman's lawyer hastold CNRI's lawyer that 1.6.1
is"not incompatible" with the GPL.
