 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.

 The GNU General Public License is a free, copyleft license for

software and other kinds of works.

To achieve this, non-free programs must be

allowed to use the library.  A more frequent case is that a free

library does the same job as widely used non-free libraries.

1. Definitions.
