The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

To achievethis, non-free programs must be
allowed to use thelibrary. A more frequent case isthat a free
library does the same job as widely used non-freelibraries. Inthis
case, thereislittle to gain by limiting the free library to free
software only, so we use the Lesser General Public License.
