Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit. By contrast, the GNU General Public
Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change
free software--to make sure the software is free for al its users.

Thislicense, the Lesser General Public License, appliesto some
specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the
Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to useit. You
can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether
thislicense or the ordinary General Public Licenseis the better
strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,
not price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that
you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge
for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get
it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of
it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do
these things.

To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid
distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these
rights.

1. Definitions.

1.1. " Contributor" means each entity that creates or contributes to
the creation of Modifications.

1.2. “"Contributor Version" means the combination of the Original
Code, prior Modifications used by a Contributor, and the M odifications
made by that particular Contributor.

1.3. “"Covered Code" means the Original Code or Modifications or the
combination of the Original Code and Modifications, in each case
including portions thereof.

1.4. “"Electronic Distribution Mechanism" means a mechanism generally
accepted in the software development community for the electronic
transfer of data.

1.5. " Executable" means Covered Code in any form other than Source
Code.

1.6. “Initial Developer" means the individual or entity identified
asthe Initial Developer in the Source Code notice required by Exhibit
A.

1.7. "Larger Work" means awork which combines Covered Code or
portions thereof with code not governed by the terms of this License.

1.8. “"License" means this document.
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1.9. “"Modifications" means any addition to or deletion from the
substance or structure of either the Original Code or any previous
Modifications. When Covered Code isreleased as a series of files, a
Modification is:

A. Any addition to or deletion from the contents of afile containing
Original Code or previous Modifications.

B. Any new file that contains any part of the Original Code or
previous Modifications.

1.10. “Origina Code" means Source Code of computer software code
which is described in the Source Code notice required by Exhibit A as
Original Code, and which, at the time of its release under this
Licenseis not already Covered Code governed by this License.

1.11. " Source Code" means the preferred form of the Covered Code for

The reason we have a separate public license for some libraries
isthat they blur the distinction we usually make between
modifying or adding to a program and simply using it. Linking a
program with alibrary, without changing the library, isin some
sense simply using the library, and is analogous to running a
utility program or application program.
